CONDITIONS FOR PARTICIPATION
registration 
1. The exhibition is dedicated for authors/artists over 18 years without professional artistic education from all around the world. 
2. Artist can register only his/her own original works. It is not possible to register a work of several artists or a work that the artist did not create. 
3. Author have to send via e-mail: info@naivabratislava.sk before 15th July 2026:
· Application for the International naive art exhibition filled with all required data about Author and
· photos of each of artwork that should be registered to this exhibition (high quality photos); each photo must contain only one work and the following label "surname of the artist_title of the work" (it is possible to use JPG or other similar format). 
4. The subject of the e-mail shall be "NAIVA BRATISLAVA 2026". 
5. Artist can submit only one application and can register a maximum of 3 works (paintings) in naive style (drawing, painting, graphics). 
6. The organizer will accept to exhibition only original paintings. The maximum artwork sizecannot exceed 80 cm x 80 cm. Each registered work should weigh maximum of 5 kg.
7. Artist declare that he/she is the author of the submitted  works and have all the rights to exhibit and reproduce them, Artist take a full responsibility for any violation of the intellectual property rights and of any rights of third parties.
acceptance of application and works
8. Artist will be notified about acceptance of his/her works for the exhibition via e-mail before 20th July 2026. In the case of acceptance of the application, the information will also include instructions for the payment of the participation fee.
9. The organizer will accept only works that meet the characteristics of naive art. 
10. Author can’t appeals such decision of the organizer.
participation fee
a) The participation fee is:

b) 75 € - exhibition of the artwork, inclusion of the author in the catalogue of the exhibition, return of artworksthout insurance;
c) 85 € -  exhibition of the artwork, inclusion of the author in the catalogue of the exhibition, return of artworks with insurance within the Slovak Republic;

d) 105 € -  exhibition of the artwork, inclusion of the author in the catalogue of the exhibition, return of artworks with insurance to the countries of the European Union;
e) 125 € -  exhibition of the artwork, inclusion of the author in the catalogue of the exhibition, return of artworks with insurance to the countries outside the European Union.
11. After accepting the application, the author will pay the participation fee in accordance with the organizer's payment instructions to the organizer's account 31th August 2026. 
12. Payment of the fee will confirm the participation in the exhibition. 
delivery of works
13. Works accepted and requested by the organizer shall be delivered by the author together with the printed and signed application form to the organizer's address:

14. Deadline for the delivery is from 1th August – 05th September 2026. 
15. In case of delay in delivery, the organizer does not guarantee that the works will be presented at the exhibition.

16. Transport of works and payment of transportation costs to the organizer’s address is provided by the artist. The shipment must be properly packed. The organizer recommends to insure the shipment. 
17. All works must be ready for hanging (frame, hook or other suitable method). Each work should be signed at the back side with label which contain at least with artist’s full name and title of painting. In case the artworks will not be ready for hanging, the organizer do not guaranted their display at the exhibition.
18. Artist will be notified about delivery of his/her Works to the organizer via his/her e-mail given in the application. 
exhibition in primaciálny palác
19. Each author whose application will be accepted by the organizer and who fulfills the conditions for participation in the exhibition shall be exhibit at least one accepted and delivered work. 
20. The artist’s name and surname, country, title and technique of the work will be published next to the each of the paintings at the exhibition. 
21. The organizer reserves the right not to exhibit the work or works of the author if the conditions for participation in the exhibition has not been fulfill.
online exhibition
22. In addition to the physical exhibition in the premises of the Primaciálny palác in Bratislava, it will be also the online exhibition.
23. The online exhibition will start 30.09.2026 on the organizer´s website and on the organizer´s websites on Facebook (Pezinok ART 40 and NAIVA Bratislava). The end of the online exibition will be at 31.12.2026.

24. Each author whose application will be accepted by the organizer and who fulfills the conditions for participation in the exhibition shall be exhibit all accepted artworks. 

25. The artist’s name and surname, country and title of the work will be published next to the each of the paintings at the exhibition. 

26. The organizer reserves the right not to exhibit the work or works of the author if the conditions for participation in the exhibition has not been fulfill.

grand prix
27. The organizer nominates an independent jury, mainly from visual art experts, teachers and artists. The selection of the jury is solely within the competence of the organizer. 
28. The jury will chose one of the accepted works to the "GRAND PRIX”. 
29. The GRAND PRIX will be hand it in to the winner on the opening ceremony. 
30. The winner of the "GRAND PRIX” has the right, after the mutual agreement with the organizer, to create or provide the painting (in naive style) to the next year's exhibition of NAIVA BRATISLAVA (in the form of posters, invitations, catalogs and any other promotion of the exhibition) as headline motive. The painting must meet all conditions for the participation in the exhibition. When exhibition is ended the organizer will return this painting, which served as the motive of the exhibition, back to the artist.
31. The criteria for the selection of painting to the GRAND PRIX of the jury are especially authenticity, originality, expression of the work, the resistance to the visual commerciality and superficiality.
32. The organizer does not interfere to the decision of the jury. The jury's decision is independent and based on the subjective preferences. It is not possible to request a review of the decision or appeal against such decision.  
PRIX for STORY

33. The organizer will chose one of the accepted works to the "PRIX for STORY”. 
34. The winner has the right to exhibit free of charge one of his paintings (naive style and consultation with organizer is required) in the next year´s exihibition of NAIVA BRATISLAVA. The painting must meet all conditions for the participation in the exhibition.  
35. The criteria for the selection of painting to the PRIX for STORYare especially the content of the story in the artwork, the idea and expression of the artwork. It is not possible to appeal against the decision of the organizer.
public prix 
36. During the online exhibition, the public will vote for the “PUBLIC PRIX”.

37. The online visitor can give the voice to the picture he/she like from the works that will be exhibited. The voting will take place online on the organizer´s website and on the organizer´s website on Facebook (Pezinok ART 40 and NAIVA Bratislava). 
38. All votes will be counted at the last day of  the online exhibition. The painting which will get the most votes will be awarded with the „PUBLIC PRIX“.
39. The winner of the „PUBLIC PRIX“ has the rightto exhibit free of charge one of his paintings (naive style and consultation with organizer is required) in the next year´s exihibition of NAIVA BRATISLAVA. The painting must meet all conditions for the participation in the exhibition.  
GALLERY prix 
40. The organizer cooperates with the ATELIER HLAVINA Gallery, which organizes exhibitions, promotes artists and sells artworks in its online gallery www.atelierhlavina.sk and in the permanent stone gallery at the address: Novomeského 1340, Bánovce nad Bebravou. Slovakia (hereinafter also "Gallery").
41. The Gallery will choose one author at its discretion to whom it will award the “GALLERY PRIX”.
42. The author who wins the “GALLERY PRIX” will have the right to use free of charge the Gallery registration service. The Gallery registration service means creating a presentation of the artist in the online Gallery in the ARTISTS section on the website www.atelierhlavina.sk/umelci. The presentation means the creation of a mini-gallery of the artist whit the artistic biography, the list of exhibitions, or the author's own text will be presented. The photo of the award-winning author and photos of four of his/her artworks, which can be offered for sale, will also be published in the mini-gallery. The sale of artworks through the ATELIER HLAVINA Gallery will subsequently be possible on the basis of a special contract between the award-winning author and the Gallery, in which a commission fee will also be agreed. 
43. The winner of the “GALLERY PRIX” has the right to refuse, or not to use the free of charge The Gallery registration service and/or to sell their artworks through the ATELIER HLAVINA Gallery. 
44. The selection criteria for awarding the “GALLERY PRIX” are fully within the competence of the Gallery. It is not possible to appeal against the decision of the Gallery.
catalog
45. The organizer will prepare catalog about paintings accepted to the exhibition. 

46. The catalog will contain an information about the name, surname and country of each author with exhibited painting/painting at the exhibition NAIVA BRATISLAVA.
47. The organizer has the right to publish in the catalog the photos of the accepted works of the artists and the text about artists from his/her application form. 

48. If Artist does not want to be included in the exhibition’s catalog, he/she has to inform the organizer on this matter in the application form.
return of works
49. The works will be carefully packed and sent by standard post (Slovenská pošta, a.s.) without insurance to the address of the artists specified in the application, not later than within 30 days after the end of the exhibition. 
50. Paintings could be takeover also personally with a prior consent of it with the organizer.
51. Paintings could be also shipped another way ((by a courier company, etc.) only after the payment of the shippment cost and the prior consent of it with the organizer. If the author states in the application form request for the return of the works with the insurance of the package, the amount of insurance will be based on the price of the artworks stated in the application form, but the maximum amount of insurance is limited by the conditions of the Slovak Post.
sale of works
52. The exhibition is connect with the sale of exhibited works. The organizer will arrange the sale of works on the commission fee of 30% of the sales price of the artworks specified in the application form. In order to mediate the sale of works the author and the intermediary of the organizer conclude a separate contract. The conclusion of this special contract will be a condition for the sale of works at the exhibition.

chanGe of conditions and cancellation of exhibition
53. The organizer reserves the right to change the conditions for participation in the exhibition. Organizer will inform about the change of conditions in the same way as the conditions for participation in the exhibition has been announced.
54. If, due to the cancellation or restriction of the possibility to organize cultural events in case of the pandemic or other regulations at the time of the exibition, it will not be possible to install the exhibition in the premises of the Primaciálny palác in Bratislava, the exhibition will be held only online. Artworks will be presented in accordance with Articles No 24 - 27 of these conditions. In this case, the organizer will return part of the fee reduced by handling fee 25 € to the to the account number from which the organizer received the payment from the artist. 
55. In case of the cancellation or restriction of the possibility to organize cultural events due to the pandemic or other regulations after the instalation of the exhibition, as well during the exhibition in the premises of the Primaciálny palác in Bratislava,  the  exhibition will be continue in online form. In accordance with applicable regulations the organizer will make the exhibition available to the public in the premises of the Primaciálny palác in Bratislava, if it will be possible. In this case the paid fee, or part of fee, will not be refunded. 
56. The organizer shall inform about facts in Articles No 50 and 51 of these conditions to each registered artists by a message sent to his/her e-mail adress specified in the application form.

57. In case of complete cancellation of the exhibition by the organizer (it means that the physical even online exhibition cannot take place), each of the registered artists will be informed on this fact by a message sent to his/her e-mail address specified in the application form. In this case the paid fee will be refunded to the account number from which the organizer received the payment from the artist. 
58. If the registered author cancels the application and/or his (and his works) participation on the exhibition after 15.07.2026, this author has no rights to refund his fee payment. 
DATA PROTECTION
59. The organizer is the data controller and will process a personal data of authors registered to the exhibition. The organizer will process the personal data for the purpose of exhibition and all activities related to this exhibition. Author who does not agree with the data processing or will not provide the organizer with his personal data (necessary for the exhibition) will not be allowed to participate on the exhibition.
60. The organizer will process, disclosed and making publicly available for the purpose of exhibition name, surname and country of the authors. The organizer will also process wihtout disclosing following data – e-mail address and year of the birth of the authors  on purpose of comunication with authors and ensuring their identification. This data will be processed also if it is necessary for compliance with a legal obligations, such as for the accounting and tax purposes, and other purposes related to the intelectual property rights and obligations.
61. The organizer will keep personal data of authors within its necessary extent during the period from the registration of an author until to the expiration of 12 month period from the end of the exhibition or longer if the accounting, tax and other legal purposes will require. The personal data can be processed by the organizer after expiration this periode only for the compatible purposes for which the data were initially collected or for legitimate interest of the organizer such as contacting the authors with information on the further related exhibitions, promotion of the winner of the GRAND PRIX, PRIX FOR STORY, PUBLIC PRIX or other exhibition awards, archiving or statistic purposes. The personal data can be accessible to third parties only for the purposes of realization of exhibition, such as cooperation with Magistrát hlavného mesta Bratislava. 

62. The organizer shall at the time of the processing personal data implement appropriate technical and organisational measures, such as pseudonymisation or liquidation of data which is not longer required for herein mentioned purposes and period of time.
63. The author has a right to decide on the processing of his/her personal data via e-mail or in writting on the address of the organizer. The organizer will answer within the period of one month from the time of recieving of the request of the author. If it is necessary, the organizer can request additional identification of the author. 
64. In accordance with the relevant legal regulation related to the general data protection regulation, the author can have the following rights: to information and access to the personal data, to restification and erasure or right to be forgotten, right to restriction of processing, right to data portability, right to object processing and right not to be subject to a decision based solely on automated procesing. The personal data will be retain by the organizer in electronical or physically within the organizer’s premises.
65. If the author will use his/her rights under the Article No 59 and it will affect the posibility of the exhibition of the paintings, the organizer will remove these painting from the exhibition. If the author will use his rights under the Article No. 59 after publication of the exhibiton catalogue, the personal data of the author will remain in the catalogue.
